Ensuring Your Home is a Place For Young

Readers

To promote young children's delight in talking, listening, reading, and writing, adults

can provide a variety of interesting language experiences. Children who are skilled
readers in the primary grades:

e understand the alphabet and letters

e use background knowledge and strategies to obtain meaning from print

e can easily identify words and read fluently
Activities that prepare young children for learning to read emphasize counting,
number concepts, letter names, shapes, and sounds, phonological and phonemic
awareness, models of adult interest in literacy, and independent and cooperative
literacy activities. Here are some tips for creating an environment that supports early
literacy at home:

e Read aloud to your child every day.

e  Choose a quiet time for reading to your child, perhaps before a nap,
bedtime, or after dinner.

e  Choose a special place for family reading, like a comfortable chair or
pillows piled on the floor.

e  Let your child select the book for you to read aloud.

e Hold the book so that she can see the pictures. Let her turn the pages.

e Take time to look at and talk about the pictures. Don't just read the story:
talk about it. Let your child point out letters, shapes, colors, and animals.

o Ask questions about the story, or ask him to retell the story in his own
words.

e Understand that reading begins at home. Children read their environments,
50 make your home a print rich environment. Provide family friendly
magazines, newspapers, and loads of books for children to look at.

e Read! Don't expect reading to be important to your children if they see that
it's not important to you.

e Invite your child to read to you. She'll often interpret her own story using
illustrations and his imagination.

e  Make lists, lots of them and encourage your child to make lists. Make lists
for grocery shopping, books to buy, errands, chores, and things to take on
trips.
Give books as gifts, what a treasure!
Trips to the book store are always exciting! Watch for special readers like
a visit by Clifford or Snow White.

The Consumer Product Safety Commisdias recalled..2 million cribs in the United States and almo
1 million in Canada, where Stork Craft is based. Sales of the cribs being recalled go back to 1993
